The Menu

Omnia has 12 different menu pages. Press the MENU key on the remote to enter menu mode, and then press VOL- or VOL+ to turn to different setting, pressll / A to the

sub-menu.

You can also long-press the SOURCE button (3 seconds) on the front panel to enter the menu, then press VOL- or VOL+ to navigate the different setting menu. Press pll to
the sub-menu. Press I again to confirm the setting, or long-press pll to return.
